Chapter One: Population and Vital Statistics

This chapter covers data on population statistics according
to population censuses carried out during the 1975- 2005
period in addition to population estimates for 2006 - 2011
It also includes data on the type and age composition
of demographic, educational, marital and occupational
characteristics during the population censuses of 1993, 2000
and 2005, in addition to the major characteristics of families
in Dubai for the same years of the censuses.

Data on births and mortality are considered as one of the three
main factors that affect demographic changes in society. For
this reason, a special section is devoted to vital statistics
which includes statistics on births and deaths according
to main characteristics such as gender, age, nationality in

addition to marriage contracts, and registered divorces.

The study of population developments is considered as the
basis upon which development plans in many fields, such
as education, health, labor market, and others are built. The
identification of the composition of the population of any
society in terms of gender, age, occupation, education and
marital status,...etc, provides planners, policy makers, and
decision makers with the needed data and information to help
them in the formulation of appropriate and suitable plans for
all layers of society.

Demographic data is compiled by the Dubai Statistics Center
through the General Census conducted (every 5 years). the
Dubai Statistics Center also prepares population estimates
for the period between the two censuses, and forecasts future
population rates of growth using the exponential growth rate.
It also provides data on vital events (births, deaths, marriages,
and divorces) on a regular basis (yearly) using registries from
Dubai Health Authority and Dubai Courts.

Chapter Two: Construction and Housing

This chapter includes all types of data related to buildings
and housing units in the emirate of Dubai for the census years
1993, 2000, and 2005. The data also includes buildings under
construction, completed buildings and the value (in AED
million) of completed private sector building projects during
2009-2011. In addition, it contains data on building permits
issued and engineering laboratory tests and data on land
transactions such as sales, collateral, release of collateral,
and mortgage of land development lease. Through this
chapter we can also identify the number and area of emirate
land owned by the nationals of Gulf Cooperation Council
countries for the same period.

The identification of the state of construction in any
geographical area provides a clear picture of the extent
of urban development in that area and a comprehensive
indication of the general direction of that development. The
emirate of Dubai is considered as one of those cities which
experienced a dramatic increase in the number of buildings
and housing units. This dramatic increase must be highlighted
and made available to planers, policy makers, and decision
makers to identify the huge pressures exerted by the main
basic services (water, electricity, healthcare, etc..) and on
the other hand to identify the extent of the contribution of this
sector in terms of income and estimated values in the Gross
Domestic Product of the emirate.

The importance of the provision of a comprehensive database
on buildings and housing units in the emirate of Dubai, whether
completed or under construction, is that it is one of the
cornerstones of a comprehensive development plan. Roads,
transportation, communications, schools, healthcare centers,
hospitals and other basic services are all built on accurate
statistical information on population and housing units.

Data on construction and housing units are obtained from
the general population and establishment censuses which
were conducted in the past by the Dubai Statistics Center.
Annual data on completed buildings and buildings under
construction and other related data are obtained from the
Dubai Municipality. Data related to land ownership are
obtained from the Land Department on an annual basis.

Chapter Three: Employment

The employment chapter includes all statistical data related to
the working population with its various social and employment
characteristics through which we can identify their employment,
occupational, and economic status. This chapter also includes
all data on the number of employees in local and federal Dubai
departments, and their main characteristics such as gender and
nationality for the year 2011 and the total employees for the
period 2009-2011.

Data on population and their working conditions is important
since it provide a good picture for the economic situation of
the Dubai society through which we can identify levels of
employment and unemployment. It also provides users, at
different levels such as researchers, planners, and decision
makers, the needed information in the comprehensive

sustainable.

Employment figures are available throughthe general censuses
and the Labor force surveys conducted by the Dubai Statistics
Center periodically. The most recent census on population and
establishments was conducted in 2005, and the latest Labor
force survey was conducted in 2011. As for figures on number
of employees in federal and local Dubai departments, these are
compiled from various local and federal departments, agencies

and semi-government.

Chapter Four: Education

This chapter demonstrates statistical data on educational
services in Dubai with different characteristics through which the
situation of the education sector and its different stages could be
identified, whether public (general, religious and adult education)
or private, in terms of number of schools, number of Classrooms,
number of students and number of employees (teaching staff,
administrators and technicians) for all educational sectors in its
different stages. This chapter also covers data on the number of
students registered in Dubai colleges, number of graduates and
number of employees for the (2009/2010 - 2011/2012) academic
years. These data are updated annually on a periodic basis.

The chapter also shows the
number of masjids and its employees, and places of worship
for the 2009-2011 period. All data are updated annually on a
periodic basis.

Dubai has paid close attention to social and cultural services
and has worked intensively to establish public libraries in
residential quarters which have been equipped with modern
visual and audio equipment. This equipment has been used
to present movies, conferences, lectures, exhibitions and
training programs. These libraries also organize leisure
and cultural trips for children, in addition to organizing
competitions in painting and summarizing of books and
stories. Dubai has also contributed towards the establishment
of public parks and gardens, zoos and has worked diligently
for their development and care.

In the social area, Dubai has worked towards the
development of society, raised standards of living of its
residents, improved the quality of life, extended social
security networks by establishing social centers and family
and childcare organizations and encouraged cooperation
activities and care for people with special needs and their
training and integration into society. It has also paid special
attention to Elderly care, in addition to the encouragement of
voluntary work through public welfare societies.

The data are obtained from various sources. Data on the
activities of public libraries and parks and the zoo are from
Dubai Municipality, data of the activities of public libraries are
from Dubai Culture and Arts Authority, data of museums are
from the Department of Tourism and Commercial Marketing,
data of public welfare, social assistance, characteristics of
nurseries and centers for the care of people with special
needs are from the Ministry of Social Affairs, and data on
masjids and places of worship are from the Department of
Religious Affairs and Social Welfare.

The chapter on health covers all statistical data on healthcare
services through which we can identify the healthcare
situation in Dubai and the size, quality and type of healthcare
services. The chapter presents healthcare services at the
federal level, which is represented by services provided by
the Ministry of Health in Dubai, and at the local level, which is
represented by services provided by Dubai Health Authority
as well as private healthcare services represented by private
hospitals, clinics and health centers. It also includes services
provided by the Public Clinic at Dubai Municipality and Dubai
Police. The chapter covers data on the characteristics of the
healthcare sector (federal, local and private) and performance
indicators on Ministry of Health, Dubai Health Authority and
private hospitals. It also includes data on school health
services offered by the Ministry of Health, dental services and
vaccinations during the 2009-2011 period. These statistical
data are updated annually on a periodic basis.

The importance of health statistical data that it contributes
fundamentally to the economic and social development
of Dubai by improving the health of individuals and the
achievement of opportunities to receive the best healthcare
services for its residents.

Data sources are from the Ministry of Health for the federal
healthcare sector and data sources for both local and
private healthcare sectors are from Dubai Health Authority.
Healthcare data related to the Public Clinic at Dubai
Municipality and the Police are from Dubai Municipality and
Dubai Police General Headquarters respectively.

Chapter Seven: Justice and Security Statistics

This chapter includes all statistical data, which demonstrates
the activities and services of Dubai Courts for its three
litigation stages first instance, appeal and cassation in terms
of registered cases and decreed cases, It also demonstrates
the activities of the public prosecutor in criminal cases
and crimes committed, types of judgments and number
of condemned; the chapter also includes Civil Defense
services in the Emirate of Dubai related to road accidents,
fire accidents, sea transportation accidents and individual
marine accidents. It also shows statistical data on committed
crimes and its perpetrators registered by the Decision Making
Center at Dubai Police General Headquarters during the
2009-2011 period. These data are updated on an annual
periodic basis.

The importance of these data is to achieve societal justice
through the speed and accurate processing of cases,
executing judgments, decisions and court orders, and
the authentication of contracts and documents, and the
demonstration of the extent of cooperation between the
public prosecutor and Dubai Courts in the prosecution of
criminal cases. the public prosecutor also represents the
Dubai Courts and its various departments in the criminal
courts in all stages of litigation to protect the rights of the
general public and of the government to ensure the stability
and security of society. the Civil Defense also participates in
the provision of protection and security to the individuals in
society by protecting their lives from fire accidents and from
sea accidents.

Percentage of registered cases at the Court of First Instance
decreased by 1.3% compared to the year 2010; of total
registered cases, labor cases formed 42.1%, followed by
commercial cases contributed with 21.3%; then civil cases

Chapter Nine: Industry and Energy

Chapter nine includes data of the manufacturing industry
Activity in the emirate of Dubai and the main economic
indicators such as the number of establishments, number of
workers, Output, Intermediate consumption and the gross
value added . It also includes indicators related to electricity
and water in terms of volume of electricity generated and
consumed according to the type of consumption, and the
volume of water consumed and the number of consumers

according to the type of consumption and relevant diagrams.

Main results

The number of industrial establishments in the Emirate of Dubai
reached 5,759 in 2008 with 256,111 workers. The compensation
volume for the worker in the manufacturing industry sector
reached AED 12.6 billion in 2008 as shown in the industrial
survey results in 2009. The output in the manufacturing industry
reached AED 137.64 billion with value added of AED 38.91
billion in 2008.

Electricity generation in Dubai increased from 39,986 GW per hour in
2009 to 34,606 GW per hour in 2011. Electricity consumption by type
was 27.8 % residential, 46.8% commercial, 7.5 % industrial, and 17.9%
others in 2011.

Water consumption in the emirate of Dubai decreased from
83,613 million gallons in 2009 to 81,136 million gallons in 2011.

Water consumption according to type was 57.7% residential,
27.2% commercial, 3.3% industrial, and 11.7% others in 2011.

Chapter Ten: Commerce

First: Internal Trade

The Internal trade Activity ranks first among the different
economic sectors, being the largest in terms of number
of operating establishments which reached 38,195
establishments in 2007 representing 57% of total operating
establishments in Dubai and the number rose to 43,243
establishments in 2008 as presented by the 2009 Economic

survey.

The internal trade Activity achieved the second place among
other economic activities in terms of working labor, as the
number of working employees in that sector reached 384,976
workers in 2007, while in 2008 the number risen to 414,219
workers with a growth rate of 7.6%. The internal trade sector
contributed with highest level of production in the Emirate of
Dubai, the sectorss production reached AED 142.9 billion in 2007
and rose to AED 156.5 billion in 2008 with a growth rate of 9.5%.

The internal trade Activity achieved a gross value
added of AED 94.1 billion in 2007 and has risen to
AED 100.9 billion in 2008 with a growth rate of 7.2%.
The Department of Economic Development in 2011 issued
14,378 new licenses of which 10,528 or 73.2% were trading
licenses. Professional licenses accounted for 23.3% of the
total with remaining type of licensees at 3.4%. Renewed
licenses reached 99,083 licenses of which 74,768 were
trading licenses, 75.5% of all renewed licenses. Professional
renewed licenses were 19.8%, and 4.8% of renewed licenses
were of other types. The total number of cancelled licenses

was 4,237 of which 75.1% were trading licenses.

Chapter Eleven: Transport and Communication

The chapter on transportation and communication includes
statistical data on transportation services in Dubai such
as air, sea and land transportation, and data on Post and
Telecommunications services through which we can identify
the extent of urbanization in the emirate for the 2008 - 2011
period. These data are updated annually on a periodic basis.

Transportation and communication data are important in
the success of the economic and social development plans
through which we can identify the size of passengers and
goods> movement in both air and sea transportation. We can
also identify air trips to determine the requirements of Dubai>s
rapid development such as sea ports and airports. Data on
land transportation is also important since it enables the
development of road regulations and networks for internal
movements in the emirate so they are compatible with the
highest international standards. Data on transportation and
communication also contributes towards the comprehensive
development plan in the design of traffic programs to enable
easy and safe movement of goods and passengers.

These data are compiled using data from various sources:

Chapter Twelve: Tourism

The tourism sector is one of the most important economic sectors which
experienced a dramatic growth in Dubai and has been driven by several
factors such as its strategic geographic location situated between
Europ,Asia, and Africa <excellent infrastructure,proactive economic
policies,clean beaches, sunshine throughout the year, and its mild winter
season especially for visitors from western countries to enjoy coastal
areas and archeological sites.

If we look at Dubaiss hotel infrastructure, we notice that visitors have a
wide range of choices since all global hotel chains own or operate hotels
in Dubai.lt is not the number of hotels that attract visitors but the very high
service quality and standards provided by these hotels. Dubai is also
famous for being a shopper's paradise and caters for all tastes and budgets
through its shopping centers, in addition to its parks and various gardens in
different parts of the emirate. Dubai is also renowned for holding periodic
shopping festivals and international exhibitions for different activities. The
number of hotels in Dubai increased from 382 hotal in 2010 to 387 hotels in
2011, or at 1.3% increase rate with a corresponding increase in the number
of rooms and beds.

This data covered the three years 2009,2010,2011. The data sources
wear from the Department of Tourism and Commerce Marketing
in Dubai, bearing in mind that these data are updated on an annual
periodic basis.

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Main results

The total number of hotels in the Emirate of Dubai was 387 hotels in
2011 with a total number of rooms 53,828 and an average occupancy
rate of 74%, while the beds was 83,082 and an average bed occupancy
rate of 76%.

The total number of guests at Emirate hotels was 7,262,730 guest in
2011 of which 30.1% were European, 27.5 % were from Asian and African
countries, 15.5% were from G.C.C. countries (excluding the UAE), 9.8%
were from United Arab Emirates, 7.5 % were Arabs (excluding the
G.C.C. countries ), 7.1 % were American and finally 2.6% from Oceania
countries.

The hotel guests stayed in hotels 23,266,874 night in 2011 of which
36% were European, 28.2% were from Asian and African countries,
13.6% were from G.C.C countries (excluding the UAE), 7.2% from Arabs
(excluding the G.C.C. countries ), 7% were from United Arab Emirates, 6%
were Americans and finally 2% from Oceania countries.

Hotel guests at five star hotels were 40% of the total, followed by 26% at
four star hotels and 16% at three star hotels.

The total number of hotel apartments in 2011 was 188 buliding contained
21,015 apartments with occupancy rate of 74.1%. The number of guests at
hotel apartments was 1,832,840 guests in 2011 stayed a total of 9,581,315
nights, 27.3% were Asian and African guests, 25.1% were from G.C.C.
(excluding UAE), 18.1% were European,14.1% were from United Arab
Emirates, 7.7% were Arabs countries (excluding G.C.C. countries), 5.8%
were Americans, finally 1.8% were from Oceania countries.

Chapter Thirteen: Financial and Economic Statistics

First: financial statistics

Financial statstics contains national and foreign banks data
and figures from the financial services survey in 2009 . Main
data provided by the survey are production and production
inputs , value added and financial sector indicators . It also
contains data on Dubai Financial Market and Nasdaq Dubai
regarding trading volume and value , number of completed
transactions and market value.

Main Indicators

The financial sector achieved avalue added of AED 35.1
billion representing 76.7 % of its output which was AED 47.7
Billion in 2008

Trading volume in Dubai Financial Market in 2010 was 38.4
billion shares for a trading value of AED 70 billion, decreased
to 25.2 billion Shares in 2011 for the trading value of AED 32
billion.

Trading volume in NASDAQ Dubai in 2010 was 2.6 billion shares
for a trading value of AED 4.8 billion ,decreased to 603 million
shares in 2011 for trading value of AED 2.5 billion.

Second: Economic Statistics

The economic statistics contains key economic indicators
such as dubai>s GDP at factor cost and Dubai>s contribution to
fixed capital formation , as well as data on employment and
wages as per economic sectors .

Main Indicators

The value of total output of the private sector establishments
reached AED 608.9 billion in 2007 where the share of wholesale
and retail trade, and repairing services, was 23% of the total,
the value of total output increased to AED 723.1 billion in 2008
which represents a growth of 23% over 2007.

Value added of private sector establishments reached AED 271.4
billion in 2007 where wholesale and retail trade, and repairing
service, was 37.1% of total value added, the value added of
the sectors covered by the economic survey increased up to 305.1
billion in 2008 which represents a growth of 12.4% over 2007.

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Chapter Fourteen: Consumer Price Index

Consumer Price Index considered as a principal base to
show inflation indicator, which measure the periodic changes

in consumer prices during a specific of time.

The general increases in price (Consumer Price Index)
measure economic inflation and a direct measurement of
purchasing power of money in various financial operations
which include goods and services. Inflation is usually
calculate monthly and compared with the pervious period.
It depends on base year, where Wight of good and services
calculated according to families> expenditure on these
goods and services. 2007 is chosen as a base year by using
family expenditures and income survey results. Based on
this, goods and services have been divided into 12 main
expenditure groups, according to Classification on individual

Consumption according to Purpose (COICOP).

The Inflation rate of 2011 is 0.52% compared to 2010, due to
increase in the prices of Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages
group 5.22%, Transport group 5.43%, Restaurants and Hotels
group 4.47%, Furnishings, Household Equipment and Routine
Household Maintenance group 3.46%, Health group 3.35%,
Education group 2.87%, Miscellaneous Goods and Services
group 2.56%, Alcoholic Beverages and Tobacco group
1.51%, Communication group 0.71%, Recreations and Culture
0.29%. On the other hand, inflation rate for Housing, Water,
Electricity, Gas, and other Fuels group declined by 3.30% and
Clothing and Footwear group 1.81%.

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Chapter Fifteen: Climate and Environment

The chapter on climate and environment shows the most
important statistical data on climate and environment in Dubai
through which we can identify weather and environmental
issues such as average temperatures, humidity, and green and
cultivated areas. This chapter also includes some measures
of air pollution, quantity of general and hazardous waste, and
sanitation services during the 2009-2011 period. These statistical
data are updated annually from its sources on a periodic basis.

The importance of statistical data on weather conditions is
showed by it's effects on tourism and agriculture in the Emirate
of Dubai, whereas environmental statistical data are important
in the provision of clean air to preserve the health of the society,
and the provision of an advanced network to monitor air quality
for better accuracy and coverage to limit the exposure of the
public to any type of air pollution.

Climate statistical data are provided by the Dubai Civil
Aviation Authority, whereas environmental statistical data
are supplied by Dubai Municipality.

Main results for the year 2011:

July represented the highest average daily maximum and
minimum temperatures at 42.0%, 32.0% respectively, and
December represented the lowest average daily maximum
and minimum temperatures 25.0%,16.0% respectively.

The lowest average of daily minimum relative humidity was
20.0% in July, and the highest average of daily maximum
relative humidty was 80.0% in January and February.

Agricultural land increased in 2011 by 5.0% compared to the year
2010.

Percentage decrease in 2011 in collected general waste
quantity is 31.6% compared to the year 2010.

Percentage increased in the quantity of treated hazardous
waste is 21.8% compared to the year 2010.

Percentage increased in 2011 in the quantity of treated and used
for irrigation sewage water is 7.1% compared to the year 2010.
